On behalf of Grantee the State of New York, the Governor’s Office of Storm Recovery (GOSR)
is acting under the auspices of the New York State Homes and Community Renewal’s Housing
Trust Fund Corporation (HTFC), and under authority of the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development’s (HUD) regulations at (CFR) § 58.2(a)(7)(i) as the Responsible Entity, and
as the lead agency responsible for environmental review, decision-making, and action under 42
U.S.C § 5304(g) for the preparation of this Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS). On
April 20, 2015, HUD issued a Notice of Intent to Prepare an EIS (NOI EIS) to satisfy National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) procedural requirements in accordance with 24 CFR Part
1502. This DEIS also satisfies the requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act
(SEQRA), and GOSR shall serve as lead agency for purposes of SEQRA.



This DEIS analyzes the potential impacts of one or more proposed initiatives (Proposed Actions)
intended to enhance coastal and social resiliency along the Tottenville shoreline of the South
Shore of Staten Island, NY. These initiatives include the Living Breakwaters Project
(Breakwaters Project) and Tottenville Shoreline Protection Project (Shoreline Project). The
primary purpose of the Proposed Actions is to reduce wave energy at the shoreline, prevent or
reverse shoreline erosion and address the impacts of coastal flooding, while enhancing
ecosystems and shoreline access, use and stewardship. The Breakwaters Project would consist of
an ecologically enhanced in-water breakwaters system, an area of sand placement for shoreline
restoration and a community Water Hub to promote education and stewardship. The Shoreline
Project would consist of a series of shoreline risk reduction measures, including an earthen berm,
a hardened dune system, an eco-revetment, raised edge (revetment with trail), wetland
enhancement, and shoreline plantings. The principal goal of this DEIS is to present the
alternatives that are being considered for implementing the Proposed Action and to examine and
compare the social and environmental impacts of those alternatives.
