This Floodplain Management and Wetland Protection Plan meets the requirements of 24 CFR
Part 55.20 and Executive Order 11988 (Floodplain Management) and Executive Order 11990
(Protection of Wetlands) for the Town of Esperance Town Hall Restoration with Addition (the
Project) in the Town of Esperance, Schoharie County, NY. This Floodplain Management and
Wetland Protection Plan documents the decision making for the Project and pertains to activities
within the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) as defined by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), or its successors, pursuant to the National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP), or a successor program, whether advisory, preliminary, or final, as well as
within wetland areas.

Description of Proposed Program Activities

The project comprises the renovation and expansion of the existing Town of Esperance Town
Hall (the “Proposed Project”), located at 104 Charleston Street in the Village of Esperance, NY
(the “Project Site”) (see Figure 1 and Figure 2). The Proposed Project would add a 780-square
foot addition to the rear of the existing Town Hall. In addition, the Proposed Project includes
flood proofing measures such as the elevation of utilities currently located in the basement, and
the relocation of a generator, air-conditioning unit, and propane tank (see Figures 3a through
3e). The addition to Town Hall would be within the existing 100- and 500-year floodplains.
However, an application for a Conditional Letter of Map Revision based on Fill (CLOMR-F) for
the property was submitted to Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for 104
Charleston Street, the project area April 21, 2016. FEMA found that based on the use of fill as
proposed in the engineering design and the effective National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP)
map, the proposed action would not be located in the SFHA, an area inundated by the flood
having a 1-percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base flood) if build as
proposed. A final determination from FEMA has not been received, FEMA requires a copy as-
built elevations and a completed Community Acknowledgement form. If approved, the addition
would be removed from the 100-year floodplain through the placement of fill. However, the
CLOMR-F application would not remove the existing parking lot from the 100-year floodplain.
As part of the Proposed Project, the parking area would be expanded approximately 9 feet further
into the 100-year floodplain to accommodate grading activities associated with the placement of
fill for the proposed addition.

Executive Orders 11988 and 11990 & 24 CFER Part 55

Under 24 CFR Part 55.20, an eight-step decision making process must be completed for
proposed actions taking place in a floodplain or wetland. 24 CFR Part 55.20 implements
Executive Order (EO) 11988 (Floodplain Management) and Executive Order 11990 (Protection
of Wetlands).

EO 11988 requires federal agencies (or a state agency implementing a federal funding program)
to reduce the loss of life and property caused by floods, minimize impacts of floods on human
safety, health, and welfare, and preserve the natural and beneficial functions of floodplains. EO
11990 requires federal agencies (or a state agency implementing a federal funding program) to
minimize the destruction, loss, or degradation of wetlands and to preserve and enhance the
natural and beneficial values of wetlands. Under these orders, federal agencies should first look
at avoiding all actions in or adversely affecting floodplains or wetlands unless no practicable
alternatives exist. If no practicable alternatives exist, then federal agencies must evaluate the
potential effects of the proposed action.

In addition, federal agencies are required to demonstrate that consideration of all practicable
alternatives has resulted in the reduction or elimination of the long- and short-term adverse
impacts associated with occupancy and modifications of the floodplain or wetlands. This eight-
step process includes assessing all practicable alternatives and incorporating public review.

Projects located within the SFHA are subject to Executive Order 11988. Information on where
SFHAs are located is available on Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMSs) published by FEMA.
FEMA uses engineering studies to determine the delineation of these areas or zones subject to
flooding. The relevant data source for the SFHA is the latest issued FEMA data or guidance,
which includes advisory data, such as Advisory Base Flood Elevations (ABFEs) or preliminary
and final FIRMs.

The SFHA is the area that would be inundated by a 100-year flood: an area that has a one percent
or greater chance of experiencing a flood in any single year. SFHAs are shown on FIRMs as
shaded areas labeled with the letter “A” or “V”.

e “V” zones are coastal flood hazard zones subject to wave run-up in addition to storm
surge.

e “A” zones include all other special flood hazard areas.

e “VE” zones, “AE” zones, “V” zones, or “A” zones followed by a number are areas with
specific flood elevations, known as Base Flood Elevations (BFE).

e A zone with the letter “A” or “V” by itself is an appropriately studied flood hazard area
without a specific flood elevation.

e Within an “AE” zone or a numbered “A” zone, there may be an area known as the
“regulatory floodway,” which is the channel of a river and adjacent land areas which
must be reserved to discharge a 100-year flood without causing a rise in flood elevations.

Projects located within, or otherwise modifying wetlands, are subject to EO 11990. As defined in
24 CFR 55.2 (b)(11), wetlands include those areas that are inundated by surface or ground water
with a frequency sufficient to support, and under normal circumstances does or would support, a
prevalence of vegetative or aquatic life that requires saturated or seasonally saturated soil
conditions for growth and reproduction.

24 CER Part 55.1 (c)

Under 24 CFR Part 55.1 (c), except with respect to actions listed in Part 55.12(c), no HUD
financial assistance (including mortgage insurance) may be approved after May 23, 1994 with
respect to:

(1) Any action, other than a functionally dependent use, located in a floodway;

(2) Any critical action located in a coastal high hazard area (V zone) (a “critical action” is an
action such as storage of volatile materials, irreplaceable record storage, or construction of a
hospital or nursing home); or

(3) Any non-critical action located in a coastal high hazard area, unless the action is designed for
location in a coastal high hazard area or is a functionally dependent use and complies with the
construction standards outlined in HUD Regulations 24 CFR Part 55 (c)(3).

24 CFR Parts 55.11 & 55.20

Under 24 CFR Parts 55.11 (including Table 1) and 55.20, non-critical actions are allowed in A or
V zones only if the actions are reviewed in accordance with the floodplain management decision
making process outlined in 24 CFR Part 55.20.

Pursuant to §55.12(a)(4), “Inapplicability of 24 CFR part 55 to certain categories of proposed
actions,” the decision making steps in §55.20(b), (c), and (g) (Steps 2, 3, and 7) do not apply to
the, “...repair, rehabilitation, modernization, weatherization, or improvement of existing
nonresidential buildings and structures, in communities that are in the Regular Program of the
National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) and are in good standing, provided that the action
does not meet the thresholds for ‘substantial improvement’ under §55.2(b)(10) and that the
footprint of the structure and paved areas is not significantly increased.” The proposed project is
limited to minor improvements to the existing Town Hall. As such, this Floodplain Management

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chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base flood) if build as proposed. A final
determination from FEMA has not been received, FEMA requires a copy as-built elevations and
a completed Community Acknowledgement form. If approved, the addition would be removed
from the 100-year floodplain through the placement of fill. However, the CLOMR-F application
would not remove the existing parking lot from the 100-year floodplain. As part of the Proposed
Project, the parking area would be expanded approximately 9 feet further into the 100-year
floodplain to accommodate grading activities associated with the placement of fill for the
proposed addition.

The United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) National Wetlands Inventory (NWI)
includes Schoharie Creek as a riverine wetland adjacent to the project site (see Figure 5).
However, no disturbance to this wetland will occur. There are no NYSDEC wetlands within the
vicinity of the project site (see Figure 6).

Step Two: Notify the public at the earliest possible time of a proposal to consider an action
in a floodplain (or in the 500-year floodplain for a Critical Action) or wetland, and involve
the affected and interested public in the decision making process.

The proposed project is exempt from Step Two, pursuant to 855.12(a)(4).

Step Three: Identify and evaluate practicable alternatives to locating the proposed action
in a floodplain (or the 500-year floodplain for a Critical Action) or wetland.

The proposed project is exempt from Step Two, pursuant to 855.12(a)(4).

Step Four: ldentify the potential direct and indirect impacts associated with the occupancy
or modification of the floodplain (or 500-year floodplain for a Critical Action) or wetland.

The renovation and addition to the Town Hall and its associated improvements would be within
the 100- and 500-year floodplains. A CLOMR-F application was submitted to FEMA on April
21, 2016; if approved, the proposed addition would be elevated out of the 100-year floodplain.
The existing Town Hall would be flood-proofed, including elevating utilities currently located in
the basement as it is lying within the 500-year floodplain and is near the junction of the 100-year
floodplain. All mechanical and electrical equipment will be installed at elevations four feet
higher than the projected 500-year flood elevation. The existing propane tank is currently located
within the 100-year floodplain and will be relocated to the 500-year floodplain. The parking lot
will be expanded 9 feet into the 100-year floodplain, however this constitutes minimal
disturbance.

No disturbance will occur to the Schoharie Creek, which is mapped as an NW!I riverine wetland.
Overall, these improvements will have a beneficial impact on the local environment as well as on
the residents of the Town of Esperance.

Step Five: Where practicable, design or modify the proposed action to minimize the
potential adverse impacts within the floodplain (including the 500-year floodplain for a
Critical Action) and wetlands and to restore and preserve their natural and beneficial
values.

The Proposed Project includes renovation, expansion, and floodproofing of an existing facility.
Contingent upon the approval of a CLOMR-F application submitted to FEMA on April 21, 2016,

the proposed addition would be out of the 100-year floodplain. The proposed addition would be
located within an already impervious parking area. The design of the proposed addition would
facilitate the floodproofing of the basement of the existing building, which flooded during
Hurricane Irene. All mechanical and electrical equipment would be installed at elevations four
feet higher than the projected 500-year flood elevation, and equipment will be removed from the
floodplain. The existing propane tank will be relocated from the 100-year floodplain to the 500-
year floodplain.

The proposed parking area would be expanded approximately 9 feet into the 100-year floodplain.
This minimal incursion is necessary to maintain the limited parking on-site, and to facilitate
adequate access by emergency vehicles to the rear of the building.

The proposed addition currently being pursued is the smallest addition possible to suit the
immediate needs of the community. A larger addition, or other on-site storage building, would
have greater potential for impacts to the 100-year and 500-year floodplain. Therefore, the
restoration of the Town Hall is not expected to cause a significant adverse impact to the natural
and beneficial function of the floodplain. No disturbance will occur to the Schoharie Creek,
which is mapped as an NWI riverine wetland.

Step Six: Reevaluate the proposed action to determine: (1) Whether it is still practicable in
light of its exposure to flood hazards in the floodplain or wetlands, the extent to which it
will aggravate the current hazards to other floodplains or wetlands, and its potential to
disrupt floodplain or wetland values; and (2) Whether alternatives preliminarily rejected
at Step Three are practicable in light of the information gained in Steps Four and Five.

GOSR has reevaluated the Proposed Action and determined that the Town of Esperance Town
Hall Restoration with Addition Project is still practicable in light of its exposure to floodplain
hazards. The Proposed Project is not expected to have a significant adverse impact on floodplain
or wetland functions, as described above.

The Proposed Project will take the following steps to mitigate the exposure of the project’s
components to the effects of the floodplain and to preserve the natural and beneficial properties
of the floodplain and wetlands:

1) Elevation of all mechanical and electrical equipment at elevations four feet higher
than the projected 500-year flood elevation.

2) Expansion of the Town Hall to at its western end by 780 square feet. This added
component of the Town Hall will be flood proofed for the 100-year flood elevation.

3) Relocation of the existing propane tank from the 100-year floodplain to the 500-year
floodplain.

Step Seven: If the reevaluation results in a determination that there is no practicable
alternative to locating the proposal in the floodplain (or the 500-year floodplain for a
Critical Action) or wetland, publish a final notice.

The proposed project is exempt from Step Seven, pursuant to 855.12(a)(4).

Step eight is implementation of the proposed action. GOSR has determined that the Proposed
Project will have no direct or indirect adverse impacts to the floodplain or wetland. GOSR will
ensure that all mitigation measures prescribed in the steps above will be adhered to. Furthermore,
GOSR has conducted a NEPA review in accordance with 24 CFR Part 58 and a NY State
Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) review in accordance with 6 NYCRR Part 617.

The Governor's Office of Storm Recovery (GOSR), acting under the auspices of New York State Homes and
Community Renewal’s (HCR) Housing Trust Fund Corporation (HTFC), on behalf of the Department of Housing &
Urban Development (HUD), is preparing an Environmental Assessment (EA) for the Esperance Town Hall
Restoration located at 104 Charleston Street, Esperance, NY (See Attachment 1). GOSR is acting as HUD’s non-
federal representative for the purposes of conducting consultation pursuant to Section 7 of the Endangered Species
Act.

The purpose of this letter is to provide the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service — New York Field Office (USFWS) notice
of the proposed project and to document compliance with Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act.

Program Overview

The existing Town of Esperance Town Hall located at 104 Charleston Street in Esperance, Schoharie County was
flooded during Hurricane Irene resulting in a loss of services to the entire Town. GOSR has approved the Schoharie
County pre-application for Community Development Block Grant -Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funding to
implement the Proposed Action.

The Proposed Action involves the renovation of the existing Town of Esperance Town Hall, located at 104
Charleston Street in the Village of Schoharie, to include flood-proofing measures and expanding the facility by 780
square feet.

Compliance

According to the USFWS IPaC Trust Resource Report and list of threatened and endangered species, there is one
threatened species that is potentially associated with the project site — the Northern Long Eared Bat (NLEB) (see
Attachment 2). In addition, there are several migratory birds of concern that could potentially be affected by the
proposed project (see Attachment 2). The proposed project will occur on a site that is already largely disturbed and
will not result in the removal of trees. However, if tree removal is deemed necessary during final plan design, GOSR
will only approve the project subject to the condition that trees are removed between November 1 and March 31. On
this basis, GOSR has determined that the proposed action is not likely to adversely affect the NLEB or the habitat on
which this species depends. We request your concurrence with this determination.

We understand that U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) funding may
be involved with the proposed project.

As you are aware, federal agencies have responsibilities under Section 7 of the Endangered
Species Act (ESA) (87 Stat. 884, as amended; 16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.) to consult with the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) regarding projects that may affect federally-listed species or
designated critical habitat, and confer with the Service regarding projects that are likely to
jeopardize federally-proposed species and/or adversely modify proposed critical habitat. We
understand that NYS Homes & Community Renewal (NYSHCR) has been designated HUD’s
non-federal representative for the purposes of completing informal consultation pursuant to
Section 7(a)(2) of the ESA.

On behalf of HUD, the NYSHCR determined the proposed project may affect, but is not likely to
adversely affect, the federally-listed threatened northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis).
Given the project location and no anticipated tree removal but winter clearing of any incidental
trees (November 1 - March 31) to avoid any chance of direct effects to this species, we concur
with your determination.

No further coordination or consultation under the ESA is required with the Service at this time.
Should project plans change, or if additional information on listed or proposed species or critical
habitat becomes available, this determination may be reconsidered. The most recent compilation



of federally-listed and proposed endangered and threatened species in New York is available for
your information.

Pursuant to the Disaster Relief Appropriations Act, 2013 (Public Law 113-2) and the Housing and Community
Development Act (42 U.S.C. § 5301 et seq.), the Governor's Office of Storm Recovery (GOSR) is acting under
the auspices of New York State Homes and Community Renewal’s Housing Trust Fund Corporation as a
recipient of Community Development Block Grant — Disaster Recovery (“CDBG-DR”) funds from the United
States Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”). GOSR is the entity responsible for
compliance with the HUD environmental review procedures set forth in 24 CFR Part 58. GOSR is acting on
behalf of HUD in providing the enclosed project information and request for consultation.

GOSR processes environmental reviews for projects funded with HUD CDBG-DR on a case-by-case basis. A
consultation request for the project described herein will also be sent to the Tribal Historic Preservation
Office for the Mohawk Nation and the Saint Regis Mohawk Tribe. In accordance with Section 101(d)(6)(B) of
the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) of 1966, as amended (16 U.S.C. 470a), and its implementing
regulations, 36 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 800, this letter serves as notification of the proposed
action.

Area of Potential Effect: GOSR proposes to fund the application to renovate and to expand the existing Town
Hall (located at 104 Charleston Street, Esperance, NY) to include flood-proofing measures, and to construct
an approximately 900 square feet Auxiliary Municipal Building (located on the site of the existing Town-
owned landfill transfer site on Route 30A, Sloansville, NY). The Esperance Town Hall was constructed in
1937. Figures depicting the project sites are enclosed with this letter.

Proposed Project Description: Due to the damage caused by flooding as a result of Hurricane Irene, the
Town of Esperance has applied to GOSR under the NYRCR Program to fund the Esperance Town Hall
Restoration and Auxiliary Municipal Building (Proposed Project). The Proposed Project will involve two
components. First, the renovation and expansion of the existing Town of Esperance Town Hall, located at
104 Charleston Street in the Village of Schoharie, to include flood-proofing measures and a 780 square foot
addition in the rear of the building. Second, the construction of an approximately 900 square foot “Auxiliary

The Town Hall
will be expanded by 780 square feet. There will be excavation, site preparation and
earthwork. Based on our understanding of the project and review of the Town of
Esperance Town Hall addition on page 15 and June 2015, we have the following
comments on the project:

WATER

Please note that any project undertaken shall not result in the degradation or
contravening of water quality standards of the stream. Activities resulting in
sedimentation and/or turbid waters may constitute a violation of water quality standards
and the Environmental Conservation Law (ECL). Care needs to be taken to stabilize
the disturbed areas promptly after construction, and all necessary precautions be taken
to prevent contamination of the stream by silt, sediment, fuels, solvents, lubricants, or
any other pollutant associated with the project.

Stormwater Permit: If your project will disturb more than one acre of land, you must
comply with the State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) Phase I
regulations for Stormwater Discharges Associated with Construction Activities.
